3) Choose a photo from your collection that you would like to use, giving careful 
consideration to its quality and clarity. Ensure that there are no objects in the 
foreground or background that may distract from the subject. It is not 
advisable to take a photograph of a photograph or supply a screenshot of a 
photograph as this diminishes the quality of the picture. Digital photos are ideal but 
we understand that they are not available in many cases.

4) If you would like to supply your own verse(s) or prayer(s), feel free to do so. 
Otherwise, our verses booklet is available to you if you would like some 
guidance. Keep in mind the amount of space available when choosing a verse.
For instance a short verse is more suited to a wallet card because of space 
restrictions.

5) If you wish to include dates please write down how you wish them to appear 
ie 1st January, 2000 or 01/01/2000 etc.

6) If a photograph needs to be cropped, please leave it to us to do so. An area around 
the subject may be needed in order to fit the subject in to the required space.
